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Vision Rehabilitation is a service intended (1) to evaluate the status and needs of persons who 
are visually impaired, and (2) to instruct the visually impaired in the use of compensatory skills 
and aids that will support safe, productive, and independent living. Vision Rehabilitation 
professionals seek to maximize the consumer’s skills in home management, personal health 
care, communication, travel and mobility, accessing community resources, and participating in 
social and cultural activities.  Vision Rehabilitation supports clients in understanding their vision 
loss and its effect on significant others, developing appropriate coping mechanisms, and 
enhancing the quality of their lives.  
  
Providers of Vision Rehabilitation must be professionals certified by the Academy for Certification 
of Vision Rehabilitation and Education Professionals.  Licensed Occupational Therapists who 
have received additional training and education related to vision impairment may also provide 
Vision Rehabilitation services.  
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
